City Candidate Packets are available February 1, 2008

The City of Wharton election will be held May 10, 2008 for the positions of: Mayor, Councilmember District No. 2, Councilmember District No. 4, and Councilmember At Large Place No. 6.

All candidates for office in the City of Wharton shall be citizens of the United States of America and qualified voters of the City of Wharton and the State of Texas; and shall be in compliance with all of the eligibility requirements for public office set out in the Texas Election Code as it now exists or may hereafter be amended. The term of office is two years.  This election term is from May 2008 to May 2010. 

The first day to file for a place on the ballot is February 9, 2008. The last day to file for a place on the ballot is March 10, 2008. The application must be received by 5:00 p.m. The last day to file as a write-in candidate is March 17, 2008 at 5:00 p.m. The last day for a candidate to withdraw a name from the ballot is Tuesday, March 18, 2008 by 5:00 p.m.

First day to apply for a ballot by mail is March 11, 2008. Wharton County Elections Administrator is the Early Voting Clerk; therefore, the request should be addressed to:

Applications for ballot by mail must be received no later than the close of business on April 25, 2008.

Last day to register to vote in order to be able to vote in the May 10, 2008 City of Wharton election will be April 10, 2008.

Early voting will be held at the Wharton Civic Center Duncan Auditorium. Early voting by personal appearance will be conducted on each day that is not a Saturday, Sunday, or an official state holiday, between the hours of 8 a.m. and 5 p.m., beginning on April 28, 2008 and continuing through May 6, 2008 as required by state law, with the exception of Monday, May 5, 2008 and Tuesday, May 6, 2008 which shall be from 7 a.m. to 7 p.m. 

On May 10, 2008 Election day, the polls will open from 7 a.m. to 7 p.m. at Wharton Civic Center Duncan Auditorium.
